Short information on the analysis of assumptions

As a part of works for the preparation of the new National Strategy for Regional Development for the years 2007-2013, the Department of Regional Policy, Ministry of Economy and Labour, has made an analysis of Assumptions of regional development strategies. The review of the Assumptions prepared by voivodships allows verifying the position of regional governments on the possibilities to shape regional development processes. Since currently all the voivodships have undertaken the works to update their development strategies, the document under analysis constitutes an extensive, comprehensive and up-to-date source of know-how on the regional development programming process carried out by regional governments in the context of system changes on national and European levels.  

The necessity to update regional development strategies results from a number of reasons of political, social and functional nature, including the need to use revised information on regions while constructing national strategic documents for the years 20007-2013, i.e. National Strategy for Regional Development (NSRD) and the National Development Plan (NDP).   

Within the analyses, the Assumptions of updating regional development strategies for 15 regions are studied (excluding the Mazowieckie voivodship that has not submitted such a document so far). Information presented by regional governments was analysed in thematic fields in order to identify their position towards the issues that are of key importance for the task force preparing the NSRD, as well as to compare the way of approaching distinct problems by each region. The documents were also analysed in the context of common decisions made by the regional and central Task Force (operating within the team established to prepare the NDP in November 2004 in Konstancin) referring to the update of content and unification of structures of regional development strategies. 

Information of the Group’s achievements was presented at the meeting of the Interministerial Task Force for the Preparation of the NSRD, and at the meeting of the task force for the preparation of NDP.
